What specifically do I want to know about?

· How the French and English differed in their ideas of what to use the "New World" land for. 

· The relationship between:

· the French and Indians before the war  

· the English and Indians before the war

· The strategic meeting that was held in Philadelphia in 1754.  Who were the "big players"? What was the purpose?

· The Treaty of Paris and the specifics behind how it changed the New World.  Who got what?

· Colonial life after the French/Indian War. 

Use these bullet points as a jump start to your studying.  I would go through each bullet and look through your Social Studies notebook to study answers for them.  Possibly write your own study guide with the answers in them for these bullets!

One thing I promise: There will be absolutely, 100% NO SURPRISES on this quiz.  So, if you work hard and study for this, you will do a smashing job!
